CERTIFICATE PROGRAMS

The Center for Cultural Diplomacy Studies developed the Certificate
Programs in Cultural Diplomacy in order to offer and provide participants
with comprehensive, tailored learning opportunities in a number of related

fields.

Each program features lectures, seminars and workshops lead by experts from the fields of
international politics, diplomacy, academia, civil society, and the private sector. Certificate
Programs offer the opportunity to learn about the innovative field of Cultural Diplomacy
over a short period of time, allowing students and professionals with other commitments to
participate. The programs offer access to high profile guest lectures, audio-visual content,
a large library of reading materials, and professional networking opportunities to promote
one’s own projects. All participants are awarded an official certificate of attendance upon
completion of the program, which provides details of the speakers who took part and
the topics discussed. The professional development programs of the CCDS are actively
supported by major figures in international politics, academia, the diplomatic community,
civil society, and the private sector.

The ICD Academy Sessions are week-long programs that explore the role of
cultural diplomacy in contemporary international relations.

During
their time in Berlin, participants also have the opportunity to take part in cultural and social
activities and visit institutions such as the German Foreign Office, the German
Parliament, the Berlin City Hall, cultural institutions and Berlin-based embassies. The
ICD Institute was established to allow individuals of all academic and professional
backgrounds the opportunity to learn more about the subject of cultural diplomacy.

The Academy Session timetables are designed to allow participants the opportunity to
discuss salient issues with experts from the field, whilst providing a framework for group
discussions amongst each other.




E-LEARNING PROGRAMS
