pursuing careers in academia, diplomacy, politics and/or
the private sector, dedicated either wholly or in part to the
field of ‘Cultural Diplomacy’.

In 2012, thanks to a strong co-operation between the ICD,
the Euro-Mediterranean University (EMUNI) of Portoroz,
Slovenia, and the Babes Bolyai University of Cluj, Roma-

nia, the ICD has created the first MA Degree program in
Cultural Diplomacy & International Relations in addition
to the first MBA Degree program in Cultural Diplomacy &
the Global Economy. Within the range of the ICD activities

International Conferences

Since the inception of its activism, international confer-
ences has been one of the core activities of the ICD. In-
ternational Conferences have helped the ICD develop a
worldwide discussion on Cultural Diplomacy- inviting
stakeholders, young leaders, activists, and members of
the civil society to interact, teach and learn more in the
development of this field.

During the first six months of 2012, the ICD organized and
ran a number of International Conferences which focused
on specific political, cultural, or economic issues. The con-
ferences have been held in the ICD Headquarters in Berlin,
as well as in other European and Global cities including
Paris, London, Ankara, Vienna, Geneva, Washington DC,
and New York.

In addition to the ICD Annual Conferences such as “Cul-
tural Diplomacy in Africa,” “The International Symposium
on Cultural Diplomacy in the USA,” and “The Berlin In-
ternational Economics Congress,” the ICD has launched
several new programs, including “The Berlin Freedom of

In June, the ICD unveiled a full month of international
conferences, titled “The International Symposia on Cultur-
al Diplomacy”, which took place in Berlin, Geneva, and
Washington, D.C. and dealt with the subjects of social
and economic inequalities, international economics, glob-

Over the past
decade, the ICD Young Leaders’ Forum has grown to be-
come one of Europe’s largest independent cultural exchange
organizations, hosting programs that facilitate interaction

In addition to revamping a few of the fundamental Young
Leaders’ Forums, such as “Europe Meets Russia,” “Art as

- the ICD launched a number of new forums this summer
which include “Italy Meets Germany,” “Germany Meets

These YLF's will be structured as a
series of conferences relating European countries about the
Israeli-Palestinian issue. The first is to be held in September

standards is a necessary step
on the path towards global peace and stability. In pursuit
of these goals, the ICD has established a number of Hu-
man Rights Initiatives, each of which is interactive and open
to the general public. Through these programs, the ICD
hopes to encourage people to become local stakeholders
and advocates for human rights.. These initiatives seek to
win the rights for others, which we often take for granted.

In the frame of the Human Rights Initiative, the ICD runs
four thematic programs: “The UN Genocide Convention,”
“Born Equal,” “The Sound of Freedom,” and “Corporate
Cultural Diplomacy.” Two conferences on these themes
have already been organized in the first part of 2012: “The
Berlin Freedom of Expression Forum,” and “The Interna-
tional Symposium on Cultural Diplomacy & Human Rights.”
In addition to this, the ICD has recently opened the Interna-
tional Human Rights Information Center.

On July 19th, 2012, ICD Executive Director & Founder, Mark
C. Donfried and The Hon. Janez Jan3a, Prime Minister of
Slovenia and President of the ICD Human Rights Initiative,
met with UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-Moon and had the
opportunity to talk to the UN Secretary-General about the
ICD Genocide Initiative campaign.
